Introducing The Chicago Ten.  Sure the name sounds familiar!  These well spoken, willing superstars with open thoughts and enough guts to pull it through helped to create one of biggest pivotal moments in modern history—the 1968 Democratic Convention.  

What makes this documentary work isn’t a narrator or fancy network editing but rather a keen view of the chapters already written recreated inside the shapes of animation then combined with actual footage.  

Abby Hoffman, Bobby Seale and the eight others are names time should never forget because in their words the 1968 Convention was the last time we had freedom of speech in this great nation.  

Enough about the politics, the real question here deals with whether it’s worth forking out gas money to see it?  Yes!  This film captivates your imagination with its unique animated camera angles.  This isn’t a cartoon…it’s more like Boston Legal revisits a place that we can’t change but we’re willing to understand it…or ignore it even more.  

Unlike most of the political films filtering past the ratings system, this one presents itself in a way that attaches itself to any age group.  I can’t help but believe if it fails; the marketing department has to go.  

Then it will happen, you’ll be cruising through Blockbuster one late night in search of something you haven’t seen and poof…it’ll end up in your machine.
