I didn’t grow up reading Dr. Seuss.  I have no clue as to whom I may sue.  I just know, it doesn’t seem to flow when this poet with a pen is left outside again.  

Horton Hears a Who is 100% for kids ages 1-9.  Older kids will only tear the place up with boredom.  It’s somewhat rhythmic in the way Seuss masterminded his craftsmanship but way way too often the maker of this movie puts too much reality into play.

The part of the story…Jim Carey doesn’t wistfully walk all over the purpose of this films being.  It’s pleasant.  It’s filled with childlike fun.  Horton hears a Who and you really do start to believe you can too!
